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Nampa First United Methodist Church 

When Easter comes this year, people are going to be saying, "It seems 

like we just had Christmas!"  And they will be right.  Christmas and East-

er this year are about as close together as they ever get.  There are 93 

days between them, about three months.   That's hardly time to take 

down the Christmas decorations and put them all away! 
 

Christmas is always on December 25 but Easter's date is variable.  The 

rule is that Easter is the first Sunday after the first full moon following 

the vernal equinox.  Huh??  (I can hear some of you saying that, so I 

thought I'd say it, too.)  It's really easier than it sounds.  The vernal 

equinox is the first day of spring.  March 20 this year.  The moon will be 

full three days later, on March 23.  That's a Wednesday.  Sunday is 

March 27.  Easter!  Voila! 
 

We have two daughters, Heather and Kelsey.  Heather was born on 

March 22 and Kelsey on April 27.  Those are the two outer limits on how 

early and how late Easter can possibly be.  March 22 Easters are pretty 

rare.  It happened last in 1818 and won't happen again until 2285.  Sorry 

Heather, but it doesn't look good for an Easter birthday!  The latest East-

er ever gets is April 25, which happened last in 1943 and will happen 

again in 2038. 
 

All of this is simply to say, we need to get ready for Easter early this 

year!  Just as there is a church season for getting ready for Christmas 

(Advent), there is also a church season for getting ready for Easter.  It's 

called Lent.  The first Sunday in Lent this year is February 14, also 

known as Valentine's Day.  The last year the first Sunday in Lent fell on a 

Valentine's Day was . . .   WHO CARES????  (I can hear some of you  

saying that, so I thought I'd say it, too.) 
 

I have some suggestions for Lent this year.  I got these from the Rev. 

James Simmons, recently retired from Rose City Park United Methodist 

Church in Portland, Oregon. 

 

1) Listen to the Holy Spirit.  Commit to at least one hour per week 

listening for the promptings of the Holy Spirit and allowing God to speak 

to you. 
 

2) Invite others to share a meal or coffee (or whatever).  Each 

week, share two or three meals (or cups of coffee) with those you do 

not know very well.

3) Be a blessing to someone.  Seek to do at least three acts of blessing each week.  Blessings are words or 

deeds that encourage another person. 
 

4) Be inspired by Jesus' example.  Commit to read from one of the gospels each day.  (The gospels are 

Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John.)  Pay special attention to how Jesus responded to various situations so you 

can be "Jesus-centered". 
 

5) Take inventory of your day.  Take a few moments to reflect on your day, to see how you can grow in 

your understanding of how to give and receive sacred love. 
 

James Simmons challenged his church to do this last year.  He got this letter in mid-Lent from one of his senior 

members: 
 

You recently shared a hand-out on a Lenten Covenant.   One of the items was to share a meal two or three 

times a week with others.  I was inspired to start an "afternoon tea" once a week with residents of our facility 

so we could get better acquainted with one another.  The first week I was asked to pray for a relationship and 

a financial concern of an individual.  Also I discovered things I had in common with another one.  The second 

week conversation led to my being asked to share my experience with God calling me into ministry.  I also   

discovered a woman who had been in the women's shelter, for which I had once worked.  I can hardly wait to 

see what comes next!  Thank you and God bless you! 
 

Easter is the day we celebrate the resurrection of Jesus.  The celebration will be all the greater the more we 

work on our spiritual lives in the season of Lent.  It's almost time to begin.  I can hardly wait!  How about you?

Agilent Technologies has a global after school program, Agilent After School Program (AAS), that they have 

been offering for around 15 years through employee volunteers.  This program brings science, technology, 

electronics and math to children aged 9-12 years old through 28 "kits".   Each kit provides kids the opportunity 

to learn through hands-on individual projects.  
 

I had been wondering what I could offer Sherman Elementary other than just buying school supplies and when 

I heard about Agilent's AAS I thought that it was a perfect fit.  Twice a month Rochelle Killett and I have the 

wonderful opportunity of working with between 15-18 kids aged 9-11.  The enthusiasm in the kids every time 

we introduce a new kit, watching them learn, explore and discover and the excitement in those discoveries has 

been the most rewarding experience.  So far we have explored criminal investigations by analyzing the         

different inks used to write a "ransom note", built two electronic games - one a matching game and the other a 

steady hand game, built a praxinoscope to watch animated movies which proved that all 4 hooves of a horse 

leave the ground at the same time when they run, and done the "icky" investigation of life science through  

investigating owl pellets.  Every week as we leave the classroom the kids all ask "what's next?" with so much 

anticipation that I can hardly wait two weeks for the next session.  
 

I knew we were doing the right thing when I was told by one boy that he wanted to work where I worked 

and  all of a sudden I had small arms wrapped around me in a big hug with a very soft “thank you” whispered 

up at me.  It's an experience I will never forget.

We began the year with a revenue projection of 

$220,600.  By year end we had received 

$241,739 , over $21,000 better than expected.   
 

We began the year with $225,652 projected for 

expenses.  We ended the year spending 

$224,558, so that projection was pretty close.
