“We Need Each Other"

You may be familiar with Rick Warren. He has been referred to as
"America's most influential spiritual leader." He's the founding pastor of
Saddleback Church in Orange County, California. He's best known as
the "purpose-driven" author. The Purpose-Driven Church and The
Purpose-Driven Life were each huge best sellers. I've been loaned a
copy of his latest book, 40 Days of Community. We're laying the
groundwork for something you'll have the opportunity to participate in
at a later time. Stay tuned!

The premise of the book is that we need each other in order to
accomplish our God-given purpose in life. Why? Here are five reasons:

1) We need each other for fellowship. Sometimes it's nice to be
alone, but I remember the saying: "Half the pleasure of solitude comes
from having some friend to whom we can say how sweet solitude is."
We can't fellowship with ourselves. Nor can we fellowship with a
crowd. What we really need is a small group. Jesus modeled this for
us. He chose twelve disciples to be his small group. Years later, John
Wesley recaptured the small group model and used it successfully for
the great revival that spread across England and America. Fellowship
can be superficial. That's better than nothing. But when fellowship
goes deep, exciting things start to happen. Which leads to # 2.

2) We need each other for growth. A monastery is where hermits go
to get close to God without other people getting in the way. Right? I
used to think that. Then I visited Ascension Priory near Jerome, Idaho
and I found out how wrong I was. The monks who live there have
committed themselves to live in community. They are farmers. They
work closely together to ensure the success of their harvest. But first
and foremost, they are Christians. They take very seriously their life as
disciples of Jesus and they know they need each other to provide en-
couragement and accountability. There's that saying, "If you want to
go fast, go alone, but if you want to go far, go together."

3) We need each other for service. As disciples of Jesus, we are called
to serve. We are "servants of the Servant". But we will not be very
effective in our Christian service all by ourselves. Nor will it be nearly

as much fun! This is a church that wants to serve. Each time we offer

opportunities for you to help others, your response is tremendous. Look in the future for more such
opportunities as we put our Christian love into action.

4) We need each other for worship. It's probably the most important single thing we as a church do
each week. We gather for worship. Why is this so important? Why not just stay home and find some
television preacher? Or leave home and worship God in nature? Because being together helps us
sense God's presence and receive God's blessing week after week. That one hour we share on Sunday
helps us live more faithfully and more joyfully the other 167 hours. As has been said, "Seven days
without worship makes one weak." And have you noticed that worship is so much more lively and
inspiring and, yes, fun when we have a crowd? Be part of that crowd each and every Sunday!

5) Finally, we need each other for evangelism. Evangelism means reaching out to share the good
news of Jesus Christ with others. Evangelism does not require white shirts, black ties, backpacks, and
bicycles. That's one way one church does it. However we do it, it's important that we do it. The days
of people just showing up at church because it's the thing to do are largely over. It used to be that all
you had to do was open the doors on Sunday morning and the people would stream in. We live in
different times today. We need to find ways to reach out to people where they are, not wait for people
to come to where we are.

There are a couple of practical ways to do this. One is to invite a friend to one of our three Sunday
worship services. Another way, maybe less threatening, is to invite someone to dinner at Wednesday
Night Live and then to one of the classes that night or at another time. (See list of all our fall classes
and groups on page 5.)

Single snowflakes are beautiful, but that's about all they are. There isn't much they can do individually.
However, if you get enough of them to stick together, and they can shut down an entire city!

There's so much we can do as followers of Jesus if we stick together! And yes, we do need each other.

"Discovery Analysis" of our church's finances
and financial procedures.
