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The parable of the talents is one that never gets far from my mind.
Remember how it goes? The master leaves on a trip and leaves talents
(money) to his servants. Two of the servants risk losing what they were
given, but because they are willing to take that risk, they make more
money. And the master is most pleased. One of the servants is afraid
of losing what he was given, so he plays it safe. He buries the money.
He returns to his master exactly what he was given, right down to the
penny. And the master is not pleased at all. (See Matthew 25:14 -30).

Are you inclined to play it safe? | am. And the older | get, the more
that tendency comes to the fore. But | think | know the reason. Fear.
When you think more about the bad things that might happen than
about the good things that might happen, it makes you fearful. And

e feapflil pebpte tend to play it safe.

The opposite of fear is faith. The Bible tells us over and over again to
not be afraid. It's in the Christmas story. It's in the Easter story. It's
in the story of the calming of the storm at sea. The disciples are in a
panic and Jesus says to them, "Why are you afraid? Have you no
faith?" (Mark 4:40)

The opposite of fear is faith, and another word for faith is risk. Which |
Nifirk is why the master in the parable of the talents is pleased with
those who risk losing his money. It's not the "capital gain" that pleases
him so much as the faith. If | understand what Jesus is telling us here,
the master would also have been pleased if the money was risked and

lost. Because the master in this parable is God. And God is pleased
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with our faith, whether or not our faith gets us what we want.

Hebrews 11:6: "Without faith it is impossible to please God." Or how
about this? "Without riskit is impossible to please God"?

We've had a good year as a church. Probably the best since I've been
here. Worship attendance and giving, the usual ways to measure
church health, are strong. God keeps sending us new people. I'm
sending out invitations this week to another large pastor's class. So
maybe it's time for us to play it safe? Hold onto what we've got? Think
more about preserving than pioneering?

I'm the first to admit, that sounds pretty good. The summer slowdown
never happened around here and gearing up for an ambitious
September seems daunting.

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But | know God is pleased when we take what God has given us and use it, even risk losing it, and move
forward in faith. And | know God has given me an important role in this church. Leaders lead. We'll be
looking at leaders in the Bible in the sermon series that starts soon. Leaders lead and leaders inspire faith,
not fear.

August
is a great time for that because it always gives be a good shot of inspiration that takes me into September.

One of the speakers was Jossy Chako. He leads an organization that is planting churches in Asia. They are
averaging 11 church plants each day. No, thatis not a typo. | cannot even get my head around that
statistic. 11 a day. They don't all succeed. But none of them would succeed without the faith (risk) that has
dared to make the effort.

Here are a couple of Jossy Chako soundbites:
"Embrace risk as your friend and comfort and safety as your enemy."
"Don't let the fear of losing what you have cause you to lose what God has for you."

God has a lot of great things for you, whoever you are, as you are reading this. And God has a lot of great
things for this church. So let's think more about the good things that might happen than the bad things that
might happen. And let's make this a September of boldness and risk, not comfort and safety.
